[You might want to ask 

whether any of the pupils can name them.] So, Jared’s experience, though impressive, was not unique. What really struck 

me about this story, though, was what he said.“Back at home we all have a lot of work to do but, from here, Earth sure looks like a perfect world.”

could possibly be displayed as a manifesto of class pledges.  Hold a class debate based on the statement: Humans do not deserve to explore space.

The First News Assembly       Issue 953    20th – 26th September 2024

This assembly is based on an article from Issue 953 of First News, and is designed to be used 
with children in KS1 and KS2, as well as during form time, with KS3 students. A full script is 
provided, alongside prompts, so the language can be adjusted as required.

News Assembly – “A perfect world”
 Resources: script/prompts, image of the First News report “A perfect world” (page 5 of issue 953)
 Preparation: Read the script/prompts and project an image of the First News report.
 Duration: approximately 20 minutes
 Music suggestions:  

Weightless – Prefab Sprout
What a wonderful world – Louis Armstrong.

1. Introduction

Music Suggestion
Children enter to Weightless – Prefab Sprout

2. Welcome and greeting
Prompt: draw attention to the mention of Yuri Gagarin in the song. Discuss what he was famous for. Mention how you 
are weightless in space. Connect weightlessness to feelings of great joy.

That song mentions a rather amazing person. Can anyone tell me who it is? That’s right, Yuri Gagarin. Now, can anyone 
tell me what he is famous for? [Invite suggestions] Yuri Gagarin became the first human to go into space when he orbited 
the Earth back in 1961. High above our planet, the effects of gravity are much less than they are down here so you feel 
weightless. Interestingly, people also use the idea of feeling lighter than air to describe great joy.

Anyway, the reason I played you that is because of a story I saw in this week’s First News. 

3. Sharing the news report

Prompt: display the First News article and read or paraphrase it for the children. Explain what a spacewalk is and 
suggest how it must feel, not just to be weightless, but also to be able to see the whole planet at once.

I was thinking about joy and weightlessness when I read this report in First News. 

It’s about a man called Jared Isaacman who has become the first person who is not a professional astronaut to do a 
spacewalk. That means he put on a special suit and stepped out of his spacecraft to float around in space (although he 
was attached to the vehicle).

Imagine what it would be like to be completely weightless. Imagine, also, how it would feel to be 435 miles above the 
surface of the planet – able to see whole oceans and continents at once with the clouds swirling above them. 

Prompt: explain that plenty of people have performed spacewalks or even walked on the surface of the moon 
before [perhaps invite pupils to recall specific examples] so Jared Isaacson’s experience wasn’t unique. However, 
draw attention to the quote: “Back at home we all have a lot of work to do but, from here, Earth sure looks like a 
perfect world.” Use this to discuss how wonderful our world is and how it is our responsibility to look after it for future 
generations.

Isaacman’s 

moment of 
history 

AN American billionaire has 

become the first non-professional 

astronaut to do a spacewalk 

(exit a vehicle while in space).

Jared Isaacman, aged 41, had 

paid for the SpaceX mission, which 

was named Polaris Dawn.

He blasted off with three other 

people – mission pilot Scott ‘Kidd’ 

Poteet and SpaceX engineers Anna 

Menon and Sarah Gillis.

At an altitude of 435 miles 

(700km) from the surface of 

the Earth – higher than anyone 

had ever spacewalked before – 

Isaacman squeezed through the 

hatch of the Dragon spacecraft 

and remarked: “It’s gorgeous!”

The historic event was streamed 

live online and was cheered by the 

Polaris Dawn mission control crew 

at Cape Canaveral, Florida.

Gazing out, Isaacman said: 

“Back at home we all have a lot 

of work to do but, from here, Earth 

sure looks like a perfect world.”

He then climbed back inside 

the spacecraft to let Gillis have 

a go, making her the first female 

amateur astronaut to spacewalk.

SpaceX is owned by the world’s 

richest man, Elon Musk. Both he 

and Isaacman want to expand 

space travel so that more people 

can visit space, but it’s incredibly 

expensive right now.

The mission also tested 

futuristic new SpaceX 

spacesuits, which are a 

lot thinner than the ones 

astronauts usually wear
Left to right:
